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The importance of research came in response to the great
transformations introduced by technology in the social media, which
affect the senses as a pest, and thus change awareness and understanding

in the process of promoting peace .

The research aims to shed light on the media and alternative media
according to the new media information, which provides real-time

information in the context of promoting peace.

The problem of research is that the promotion of peace has been
hindered by many problems with the invasion of interests and the arms
campaign or some government officials who benefit from conflict -
making, especially the lack of freedom of expression in uncovering and
clarifying the facts. This has weakened the human ability to believe in the
idea of promoting peace through Radio

Omdurman.

The researcher followed the analytical descriptive approach which
includes the topics and issues related to the studies of peace, conflict and
conflict, drawing on other concepts and ideas related to the achievement
of the research objectives and hypotheses. The most important of which is

that the media did not affect the promotion of peace.

The most important results are that most citizens and young people are
using Sudan (Facebook, Whatspp) without other media. This is due to a
lack of broad understanding of the rest of the social media .The political
imbalance and the media strategy led to the lack of peace programs in the
Omdurman radio program, with the decline of the listeners of Omdurman

radio .

Therefore, the most important recommendations are the need to
strengthen the national radio transmission using the latest technology to
reach the target audience without interference or interruption, the
establishment of specialized radio stations to reflect the Sudanese heritage
and documentation of history, the establishment of radio stations (FM) in
conflict areas and the introduction of new media at all levels of university
to detect Media talents.
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
