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Abstract

The study deals with period of morphology from
Sibwehi to lbn Al-hajeb in historical morphological study take
into account the life of both Sibwehi and Ibn Al-hajeb with a
description of their book. The study also aimed at mentioning
the efforts of Sibwehi and Ibn Al-hajeb and their efforts about
morphological.

The study contains a set morphology topics, which deal
by Ibn al-Hajib in his book (Al-shfia) and some of the evidence
from the Holy Quran.

The research dealt with something that happened to
morphology by both Mazni and Ibn Jinni, and Ibn Jinni's view
of morphological theories.

As well as the study has tackled the explanation of
Mazzin morphology book and the subjects in which he disagree
with.

The study concluded that with comparison between
morphology by Sibwehi and Ibn Al-Hajib. This chapter has
examined the morphology and inflection as they consider a
subdivision of syntax, or as a separate science.

The study also dealt with the origin of the derivation,
letters and their pronunciation, and their characteristics at all.

The study concluded with several results the most important are:
the morphology originated at the beginning with grammar, it
named Arabia in the early first century Hilary (AH) and then
grammar derived from its special sections, and inflectional of its
own section by modernist, but generally both fall under name of
the Arabia, as well as the topics of the morphology at Sibweh



confined to: "additional, deletion, Al-elal substitution, and
diphthong.

As well as results of 1bn Al-hajeb has adopted in his book(
Shafith) on most of what came from Sebweh in morphology ,
and Ibn al-Hajib cited in his book (Shafith) with holly Quran
and made it the first source from which the researchers take
knowledge .

At the end of the research there are a number of
recommendations: further studies related to morphology, as it is
considered the basic of Arabic language.
