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Abstract

The policy of economic liberalization is one of the most important
factors affecting the economy. This study assumes that the policy of
economic liberalization leads to weak funding in the transport sector.
And reduce the number of labor 'and also lead to the proper transport of
goods' This study also assumes a relationship between the policy of
economic liberalization and the quantity of goods transported by rail.

The study aimed at measuring the impact of economic liberalization in
the railway sector and the obstacles that impeded the implementation
of this policy in addition to the economic and social consequences
resulting from it.

The study concluded that the liberalization
policy of the economy led to poor funding in the railway sector, "and
also led to the deterioration of rail transport by reducing the agricultural
and industrial return™ and also led to the proper transport of goods and
also reduced the number of railway workers.
