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Abstract
The aim of the research was to identify the role of the educational supervisor in
activating the developmental supervision from teachers” point of view in
secondary schools in Khartoum State. The researcher used the descriptive
method. the questionnaire was adapted to gather the data from (100) teachers
drawn randomly out of (1200) teachers The research community.

The researcher followed several statistical methods using the statistical analysis
program SPSS, and research revealed the following results:

1 / The reality of the use of the educational supervisor of developmental
supervision came to a high degree.

2 | As well as the availability of the requirements of supervision development of
the educational supervisor to a high degree.

3 / The practice of educational supervisor for development supervision came to a
medium degree,

4 | There are obstacles facing developmental supervision such as: lack of training
workshops, the developmental supervision vision was unclear among some
supervisors.

The researcher recommends the following:

1/ Holding training courses for supervisors to develop the skills of using
developmental supervision in their supervisory practices

2/ Developmental supervision methods must be included when supervision
programmes prepared.

3/ Developmental supervision methods must be included in the curricula of the
faculties of education to prepare students at the university level and before
service.
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
