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Abstract
The aim of this research is to identify the relationship between

mental health and hearing impairment, and identify the factors that
lead poor mental health and find solutions that can reduce the poor
mental of the hearing impaired, the researcher followed the
descriptive associative approach and the study society includes the
hearing impaired in Al Tayeb Ali Taha academy, the sample size was
(30) individuals, (15) males and (15) females, the tools in (62-
question) questionnaire were two measures, mental health scale and
socio-economic level scale. The study found the following results:

1. There are no statistically significant differences between the
mental health of the hearing impaired and the level of
education of their parents.

2. There are no statistically significant differences between male
and female.

3. There are no statistically significant differences with the

hearing impaired and their socio-economic status.

In light of these results, the researcher made some
recommendations, most important of which is necessity of having a
social psychologist in private institutions to take care of those with
special needs. It also recommended the development special curricula

for the special needs of the hearing in a manner commensurate with

their physical, mental and cognitive abilities in order to help them to

learn and reduce the lack of mental health.
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
