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Abstract

This study aimed to recognize the availability of international technology
enlightenment standards in the curriculum of the basics technical education in the
seventh grade of the basic stage in Sudan, the researcher has applied the analytical
descriptive approach, the sample of this study consisted of (26) male and female
teachers who teach technical education and (2) of teaching counselor for this subject
whom been selected purposely from North Sector/ in Omdurman Locality during the
second semester of the school year 2017/2018 in addition to textbook sample, and to
fulfill the goals of this study the researcher designed two tools, the first was the
questionnaire for norms and the second was the card of content analysis of
technology enlightenment norms list which set out in five main areas includes (18)
subfield and (51) criterion, and in order to execute data processing statistically the
researcher used the statistical programme (SPSS) to calculate the frequencies,
arithmetic averages, standard deviations and Chi-Square test to calculate the
significance of differences of numerical frequencies and data. The study findings
concluded that the percentage of availability of the five areas of technology
enlightenment norms within the content of curriculum of the basics technical
education in the seventh grade of the basic stage in Sudan in according to responses
of the respondents towards these areas in general was (56,63%) which being
estimated as a low ratio at the level of the used questionnaire tool of this study in
general, but at the level of main five areas: (nature of technology, technical systems,
designing, technology and society, capacity of the technology scientist) the
percentages were (70,10%, 59,4%, 59,03%, 54,63%, 40%) respectively, that the
percentage of meeting the goals of technical enlightenment according to the used
analytic tool of this study in general was (78,41%) which being estimated as a middle
ratio, this study recommended reconsidering the adoption and teaching the Sudanese
technology curriculum and to teach it within the starting of basic stage, and deliver
the training courses and vocational rehabilitation workshops for the technology

teachers.
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
