Integration of Pronunciation in the Content of Arabic Language
Syllabus for Non Native speakers
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Abstract

The study has explored integration of pronunciation in the series of Arabic
language courses for non-native speakers issued by the Arab League
Educational, Cultural and Scientific Organization (ALECSO) (Basic book
Part One) to identify if sound integration in this series could enable non
native learners to pronounce Arabic sounds correctly. Based on the
statement of the problem, sound has a role to play in resolving pronunciation
problems. The researcher has employed descriptive analytical approach to
achieve the objective of the study by underpinning integration of
pronunciation in ALESCO series, its role in solving articulation problems
and its sufficiency to realize this goal. The study has also conducted
interviews and audio recording. The sample population consists of two
groups: Phonetics teachers at Khartoum International Institute and foreign
students at preparatory level who study Arabic as non native speakers. The
study consists of three chapters. Each chapter draws two themes except
chapter three which is divided into three. The first themes of chapter one
centres on the concept of structure according to the traditional and modern
linguists while the second themes is devoted to thinking in sound according
Arab and Indian linguists. The second chapter has investigated Arabic
sounds: consonants and vowels in addition to features of the sound. The first
part examines segmental sound while supra segmental sound is elaborated
in the second section. The third chapter explores the audio application in the
field of teaching Arabic for non natives. The first part of this chapter is about
the concept and elements of the method as well as aids used for learning
sound, sound exercises, phonemic transcription and sound problems
encountered by non native speakers. The second theme is investigates
procedures of field studies. The last section consists of data analysis and the
main conclusions which are manifested in the continuing pronunciation
errors related to post-palatal, dental and velar sounds. The researcher has
recommended that phonetics teachers should be well trained to teach sounds
perfectly.
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
