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Abstract



This study aimed at investigating the impact of using a computerized
instructional programme on the academic achievement in the course of the
principles of educational technology among 8grade female pupils at Halfaya
Al Umm Basic School. The quasi- experimental method was adopted as well as
the achievement test as a tool for data collection. The population of the study
compromised of 8 grade female pupils at Halfaya Umm Basic School for girls
at Bahri locality. The whole research sample comprised of 50female pupils that
were divided randomly into two groups: (control and experimental)25 pupils for
each group. The statistical package for social sciences (SPSS) was adopted for
data analysis. The study arrived at the following findings: there are statistically
significant differences between averages of scores of female pupils in the
control group that were taught using the traditional method and the
experimental group that was exposed to the after having applied the post
achievement test ~ that was in favour of the control group. There are
statistically significant differences between scores averages of the female pupils
in the control group that were exposed to the traditional method, and the
experimental group that was exposed to the following the application of the
Post Achievement Test that was in favour of the experimental group with
regard to the study, There are statistically significant differences between scores
averages of the female pupils in the control group that were exposed to the
traditional method and the experimental group that was exposed to after the
application of the post- Achievement Test that was in favour of the
experimental group in terms of comprehension( understanding) .

In the light of the above findings, the researcher submitted the following
recommendations: The production of the educational software's to be used in
teaching principles of educational technology and basic school syllabus. The
classrooms at basic level should be equipped with multi-media and screens.
Basic school teachers should be trained on the principles of designing
educational soft-wares so as to be used in teaching .
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
