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Abstract

This study amid to discover the different problems that face the
displaced women which caused by war in Al Seraf camp in South Darfur.

The study applied the descriptive method to evaluate the situation in
the camp. The data has been collected through the field survey and the
personal interviews which include four questions and the direct
observation. The study sample was included twenty displaced women.
The data has been analyzed.

The study showed the social and economic problems which
appeared as poverty beside the health and psychological problems and the
shortage of health facilities.

The education situation was deteriorated which caused the
prevalence of illiteracy among the study population. Although there are
organizations responsible of the camp, there aren't electricity services.

The positive social situation appeared aspeaceful coexistence
among the trips in the camp beside the abundance of the drinkable water.
Despite the deterioration in the camp, a huge number of the displaced
people prefer staying in the camp.

Conclude the research by some recommendation to solve the
problems that face the displaced people through encouraging the
voluntary return and taking care of the displaced woman through

increasing income and job opportunities.
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
