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Abstract

The research dealt with the trends of the Sudanese press towards handling
conflict issues and spreading the culture of peace. Since the media plays
important roles in the lives of societies of developing countries, the problem of
this research deals with the press as a basic tool in the media, the relationship of
the Sudanese press to issues of conflict and the culture of peace and the extent
of its interaction with the Sudanese reality in which these issues are applied, and
the trends taken by political newspapers regarding conflicts in Sudan and
interactions A culture of peace in a society that is not without cultural, social,

political, religious and ethnic conflict.

The research raises the main question, which is to what extent the Sudanese
press seeks to peacefully solve conflicts and spread the culture of peace, what
positions are they favorable and supportive of them, or are they neutral towards
these issues or are they not desirable in Posted it to her? This research aims to
shed light on how the Sudanese political newspapers, represented by Al-Saiha
and Al-Jarid newspapers, have practiced dealing with the problem of conflicts in

Sudan, and revealing the role of the press in war and peace.

The research used the descriptive method as a way of dealing with the topic and
through it the concepts and framework of the study, the research community, the
type of data and the method were defined. Analytical and comparative
methodology for comparing the two papers under study, and the content analysis
tool was used to access data on the subject of the study, analyze and compare

them. The research also used the imbalance coefficient as a criterion for



measuring the direction of the two newspapers. Regarding the rest of the topics,
the distinctive and positive topics about conflicts and the culture of peace came
first, and Al-Saiha newspaper outperformed Al-Jarida newspaper in publishing
rates. The main results of the research are that political, social and economic
topics, the results of the study showed that the classical Arabic language and the
middle tongue were the predominant language of the articles. Searched in the
newspapers Al-Saiha and Al-Jarida, and from the results of the study, etc. The
way the press takes to publish issues of conflict and the culture of peace
depends on the attitude of the newspaper and the journalist himself and the

extent of his ability, awareness and impartiality towards these issues.

The study came out with several recommendations, including: Conducting
contests and press awards for the newspapers most concerned with peaceful
coexistence, managing diversity and the culture of peace, owning newspapers
and the media outlets documents, references and laws related to conflict
resolution and peace building and encouraging them to spread the culture of
peace, and among the recommendations is to accompany reporters and
journalists in all rounds, dialogues and private discussions Concerning peace
issues, and it recommends placing peace studies in schools, universities and
higher institutes to raise awareness of the importance of peace. The study
recommends training some journalists to be specialists in conflict issues, the

culture of peace, and the norms and values of societies.
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
