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ABSTRACT

The aim of this study was to identify the obstacles of swimming education for students of
physical education at Al-Agsa University and the University College in Palestine"Gaza City"

The researcher used a descriptive approach to suit the nature of this study, and the
questionnaire was used as a tool for collecting data from the community. The researcher selected
a random sample of Al-Agsa University students and the university college. The number was
(200) and the questionnaire consisted of (15) paragraphs in six axes. The data were processed
through statistical treatments The Spearman-Brown equation, the Pearson coefficient, the Alpha-
Cronbach coefficient, the percentage, the arithmetic mean and the standard deviation were

represented by the following results:

1- What are the obstacles to teaching swimming sport for female students of physical

education at Al-Agsa University and the University College in the State of Palestine in
Gaza City?
e The impact of concepts and beliefs is an obstacle and reflects the negative view of

society towards the teaching of swimming sport for students.

e The lack of administrative organization and the lack of interest of universities in
swimming sport constituted an obstacle to the teaching of swimming sport among
students as well as the lack of appropriate training staff, which limited their
education for swimming.

e Lack of potential is an obstacle to the teaching of swimming sport among students
as well as scientific resources and references, tools and teaching aids in swimming.

e The weakness of the technical aspects is an obstacle to the teaching of swimming
sport among students, the lack of educational and audio-visual means, the lack of
specialized qualifications in swimming, and the absence of a specialization course
for swimming in physical education courses in Palestinian universities.

e The lack of acceptance of students to teach swimming is an obstacle to the
teaching of swimming, which makes them fear during the teaching of swimming

e The impact of the current political situation as well as the Palestinian divide on
swimming education for female students is an obstacle to the development of their

performance.
