The researcher adopted the applied research (survey research

technique) as the best method to collate the needed data from a
probability sample composed of (200) teaching staff members working
in various colleges in five different Sudanese universities at Khartoum
State. Major findings and results of the research are stated as follows:

1.

The poor knowledge and little know-how of the teaching staff of the
basic programs of the commuter systems do not enable them to use
these systems in their teaching.

The few and short in-service courses do not qualify the teaching staff
to use E. learning effectively.

E-Learning creates positive attitudes among the student towards
education and assists in self-learning.
