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Abstract

This study aims to identify the role of educational supervision in developing the
competencies of secondary education teachers in the state of Khartoum, Khartoum
North Locality. These competencies related to the role assigned to the educational
supervisor through his visit to secondary school teachers in the locality of
Khartoum North include preparing and planning the lesson, teaching methods,
educational supports, and student care. The role of the supervisor includes equally
providing assistance to teachers in order to improve their capacities in human and
professional relations, curriculums, assessment methods and the school
environment amelioration. The researcher applied the descriptive approach using
the questionnaire as a tool to collect information.

The research community is the composed of the (1442) secondary school teachers
(male and female)in the locality of Khartoum North. We selected randomly a
sample of (200) male and female teachers of that community.The research
community includes equally the (74)male and female educational supervisors from
which we selected a random sample of (65) from the two genders.

Through statistical analyses, the research arrived to many findings. The most
important of them are the following:

There are many real and abundant difficulties facing educational supervisors in
secondary stage in the state of Khartoum — Khartoum North Locality. Such
difficulties awaken their ability of acquiring the professional competences
necessary to raise the capabilities of teachers. The above mentioned difficulties
exist within the superior educational administration where supervisors are not
regularly and sufficiently trained and rehabilitated to cope with the newest modern
processes of educational supervision. The study equally concluded that all the
supervisors working in Khartoum North are striving to offer assistance to teachers,
depending only on their acquired accumulated experiences.

Based on those findings, the research recommends and insists on the necessity and
importance of urgent holistic training of all the supervisors of the Locality on the
tasks of modern educational supervising and the processes and means of their
accomplishing. This is necessary to provide supervisors with the necessary
professional competences that will help them to improve the professional
capabilities of teachers as well as the quality of the educational process. We also
recommend pitting an end to all the obstacles facing the educational supervisors in
the Locality of Khartoum North preventing them from being trained and reducing
their chances of obtaining the professional competences to improve the capabilities
of teachers. The main of those obstacles is the defiance of the superior
administration regarding the regular training and rehabilitation of supervisors to
cope with newest modern comprehensive quality methods of education.
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
