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Abstract

This study entitled: Poetic Quoted Examples of Syntax in Exceptive Chapter, a
syntactic-semantic Study, and this study has been done with the descriptive
method. The study aimed to introduce the quoted examples to language and
idioms, to explore the importance of the quoted examples in grammatical and
syntactic studies and the arrangement of quoted examplesaccording to the Arab
grammarians in terms of time and place. It also aimed to shed some light at the
beginning and end of the acknowledging quoted examples of Arabic poetry in
terms of time and place. Moreover, it aimed to define some terms such as then the
definition of exception linguistically and terminologically and to explain its tools,

sections and its usefulness.

The study attempted to define the quoted examples of poetic grammar in the
exceptive section accordingto various grammatical and syntactic referencesand the
Arab grammarians’point of views were pointed out regarding quoted examples.
The study came up with someresults. Among the most important of these results is
that the number of quoted examples that appeared in the chapter on the exception
in the grammatical and syntacticreferences that were examined in this
studywereseventy-three. It also concluded that Ibn Malik's definition of exception
is the most comprehensive definition, because it digested the previous grammarian
definitions and came up with an outstanding definition. According to the most of
the grammarians the verb (excluded) was replaced by (except) which was an

exceptive toolbecause it is the origin of the chapter.
