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Abstract

The remittance of emigrants was played an important role in support the
economies of independent countries and reduce the deficit in the balance
of payments. However, the remittance of the Sudanese emigrants over the
official channels was very low despite the successive increase of their
number and deficit worse in the balance of payments. The study aimed to
examine factors that affect the remittance of Sudanese emigrants 1980-
2017; and to measure and analyze them. The problem of study could raise
the main question such as: what were the most significant factors that
could influence the remittance of Sudanese emigrants? Then a
measurable model should be built for estimating the relationship between
the factors and the remittance of Sudanese emigrants. The study
hypothesized a statistical significant progressive relationship between the
gross national product rate (GNP) and Sudanese’ emigrants remittance;
and a statistical significant progressive relationship between the official
exchange rate and remittance of Sudanese emigrants; and a statistical
regressive relationship between the black market rate and remittance of
Sudanese emigrants as well as a statistical regressive relationship
between the inflation rate and remittance of Sudanese emigrants. The
study employed analytical descriptive method and measurable method for
building and estimating the model. The ARDL method was used to analyze
and measure the effect of independent variables on the dependent variable
in the short and long term. The most significant findings showed a
statistical regressive relationship between the black market rate and the
remittance of Sudanese emigrants in the short and long term. Also, it
showed a statistical regressive relationship between the inflation rate and
the remittance of Sudanese emigrants in the short and long term; and a
statistical progressive relationship between the GNP rate and the
remittance of Sudanese emigrants in the short and long term; and there
was a statistical insignificant relationship between the official exchange
rate and the remittance of Sudanese emigrants. The independent variables
explained that 71% of variables conducted by the dependent variable. The
most important recommendations indicated that: the GNP should be
increased and reduce the inflation rates to remove the gap between the
official and the black market rate; and benefit from the study model for
setting out policies to attract the remittance of the emigrants.
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
