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Abstract

This study dealt with the topic of risk management and its impact on
reducing the rate of default in bank financing, as this study was applied to
the Saudi Sudanese Bank 2008-2014 AD, where the main problem of the
study was to identify the failure to properly manage financing risks that
led to an increase in the rates of default that led to Bank profits and
reducing bank profits leads to banks being reluctant to enter into
financing many economic activities that are beneficial to the country and
thus reduce the total production in the economy.

The study aimed to the effect of reducing the failure rate and knowing
the extent of the ability of commercial banks to adhere to the policies
issued by the Central Bank in the matter of risk management and the
creation of new departments Paying special attention to the risks to which
the bank is exposed, studying, analyzing, and standing at the directives
issued by the central bank and the board of directors to curb this
phenomenon, the study also used the historical, inductive and descriptive
analytical method, and the questionnaire tool was used in the field study,
the study concluded a set of results, the most important of which is the
effect of reducing The percentage of default and knowledge of the extent
of the ability of commercial banks to adhere to the policies issued by the
Central Bank in the matter of risk management, the creation of new
departments that pay special attention to the risks to which the bank is
exposed, studied, analyzed and identified by the issued directives The
central bank and the board of directors to limit this phenomenon, the
weakness of the supervisory agencies and the lack of qualified personnel
help to exacerbate the problem of risks, the risk management is affected
by the state's economic conditions, the lack of restrictions on granting
funding is considered one of the most important reasons for increasing
the risks, funding is affected by political and economic conditions,
especially wars and economic fluctuations . Based on these results, the
study recommended to pay attention to the internal customers
(employees) and establish courses and workshops for them in order to
increase their skills in order to be able to provide the best banking
services to clients, put strict penalties on every bank that did not adhere to
the criteria for granting bank financing, pay attention to the speculation
formula because it stumbled from the most important formulas Islamic
financing, the necessity of having administrative expertise and
competence that works to grant facilities with lower risks and studies and
follows up on financing.
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
