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Abstract

The study aimed to propose training design for developing professional
competences required for the Arabic language teachers of secondary stage,
at Bara Locality, Northern Kurdofan State.

The researcher adopted the descriptive method as it is suitable for such
study. Also, for the study purposes, two tools were used to collect
information and data namely the questionnaire and interview, and the data
were processed by using the Statistic Package for Social Science (SPSS).

The population of the study consists of all male and female Arabic language
teachers of secondary stage at Bara Locality who they were (173) teachers.
The researcher selected a sample of (54) teachers randomly; to whom the
questionnaire was distributed. The researcher also interviewed (7) experts in
teaching Arabic language subject who work at the Ministry of Education in
Northern Kordofan State.

The study concluded several findings the most important are as follows:

1- The study confirmed that the Arabic language teacher of secondary level
greatly needs the necessary professional competences of teaching Arabic
language.

2- The field study confirmed that the Arabic language teacher of secondary
stage greatly needs the planning competences.

3- The study also proved that the Arabic language teacher of secondary stage
greatly needs the evaluation competences.

4- Through interviews which were conducted by the researcher, it was
identified that training programs help acquiring skills which are necessary
for teaching Arabic language syllabus of secondary stage at Bara Locality,
Northern Kurdofan State.

5- Through interviews which were conducted by the researcher, it was
identified that training programs increase the performance level, and the
academic achievement of students was raised after the teacher has been
exposed to training doses.

According to above mentioned findings, the researcher designed a training
program, validity which was then confirmed by a number of referees in
order to contribute to the preparation of Arabic language teachers of
secondary stage at Bara Locality, Northern Kurdofan State.
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
