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Abstract

This study, which is entitled (The poetry of the “Mukhadram Poets” in
the Pre-Islam and Islam Eras),is a critical, stylistic and contrastivestudy.
The study aims at clarifying the concept of Mukhadram“anypoetswho
lived during the pre-Islam and Islam eras”and the critical opinions on this
concept. Moreover, the study aims to explore the lifestyle during the pre-
Islam and early Islam periods and the features of the poetry during these
periods. In addition, the study tries to shed light on the
Mukhadrampoetsbased on their genres with reference to their poetic
production during the two periods and contrast it. Then it tries to
investigate the poetic structure of their poems during the two periods.
Finally, the study analyses the human values in their poems during both
pre-Islam and Islam periods, and studies their purposes of poetry and
contrast it. The study uses descriptive, analytical and inductive methods.
However, the study concludes with some results, most importantly that
the poetry of some of the Mukhadram poets is dominated by the pre-
Islam poetic style while the poetry of others is dominated by the Islam
poetic style and there is a third group who balanced the two poetic styles.
During the pre-Islam period the Mukhadram poets used poetic devices a
lot, especially simile, with complex expressions and this feature was
reduced in their poetry during the Islamic period. The themes of
generosity, pride and wine are among the recurringvalues in their poetry
during the pre-Islam period, while jihad and faith in its various pillars and
piety are the most respected values contained in their poetry during the
Islam period. The theme of praise prevailed among the Mukhadram poets
during the Islam and it concerned with the praise of the prophet
Mohammed (PBUH) and his companions and the theme of satire in Islam
period shifted from ridicule and show the flaws of people to undermine

opponents of Islam and the prophet Mohammed (PBUH).
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
