The majority of divorced individuals form new partnerships either
through remarriage or through cohabitation. About five out of six men
and three out of four women eventually remarry after a fest divoree,

. The mean length of time between divorce and remarriage is four years,

30 percent remarry within a year (Coleman, Ganong, & Fine, 2000,
Muliiple remarriages are becotming more common. In 1997, 43 percent

of weddings involved one partner marrying for the second time, in one

of seven weddings, one partmer is marrying for the chivd time. The
divorce rare has hovered around 60 percent for secon Marriages,
although remarriages of persons over age 40 tend ro be more stable
than first marriages (Wu & Penning, 1997),

Stepfamilies continue to increase through remarriage and cohubitation.

- 2000, there were 4,4 million stepchildren in the Unfted States (Krelder,

2003). Most children in remarried households live with their biological -
mother and stepfather. Many stepfamilies, approximately 25 percent, |
are formed by cohabitlng couples, since cobabiting couples are more

likely to enter a new union involving children than are remarrying cou-
ples {Coleman, Ganong, & Fine, 2000).

The number of single-parent families continues to increase,
Amevicans are witnessing the continuing rise of single-parent or pri-
mary parents systems. Single-mother families increased to 10 million in
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2003, while single-father families reached 2 million (Fields, 2004). The
proporticn of all births to unmarried women increased o 35.8 percent in
2004 (Hamilton, Ventura, Martin, & Sutton, 2004). Today women younger
than 30 who become pregnant for the first time are more likely to be
single than married. Forty-three percent of all women who never married
are mothers (Mother's Day, 2002). Yet, today the number of births to
unumarried teenagers has declined slightly and some single parents marry
alter bearing children. These figures vary by ethnicity. In 2000, 77 percent
of white non-Hispanic children lived with two parents, compared to
38 percent of African American children and 65 percent of children of
Hispanic origin. |
Familics continue to be constructed through adoption.

In 2000, 1.6 million adopted children were under 18, and there were
a total of 2.1 million adoptees in the United States (Kreider, 2003). Slightly
more than half are adopted: by relatives or stepparents (Brodzinsky,
Smith, & Brodzinsky, 1998). Adoption may include “related” and “non-
related” children, The past decades have witnessed a significant increase
in transnational 4nd transracial adoption. The majority of adopted chil- -
dren are female. Currently, the most common form of adoption is open
adoption, creating an adoption Lhrough a biological parent(s), adoptive
pareni(s), and the adoptee.

Some families are constructed or expanded through scientific technologies.

Although the numbers are small, some individuals and couples are
achieving parenthood through anonymous or known donor insemina-
tion due to lifestyle choice or infertility. Two percent of women of repro-
cluctive age seek help for infertility each year (CDC, 2003). Although
success rates remain Jow for infertile individuals, multiple attempts and
constant scientific advances are making this possibility more viable
(Rosenbaum, 1995). Assisted reproductive technology has produced
over'300,000 babies since 1977 (Parke, 2002). This is a process shrouded
in secrecy for most families (imber-Blagk, 1998).

More aclult cluldren are living at home.

Adult children are remaining al home until an older age and chil-
dren are more likely 1o return after departures (rom the parental home |
(Mitchell & Gee, 1996). The latter are often referred to as boomerang
kids, Tn 1997, 22 million adult children were living with one or both-
patents and this count is increasing.

Two central dimepsions of family hehavior are at the core of the
model: family cobesion and family adaptabifity. Fach of these dimensions

Tven everyday liv-
ing involves relational tensions with which [amily members struggle.
Floxtbility is definied as the gmount of change ina family’s leadership, role
relationships, and relations by ules. It incluces concepts of *leadership (con-
rrol, disclpling), negotiation, styles, role relationships and relationship rules”
(Olson, 2000, p. 147 Family flexitillty, also referree] 10 as adaptabidity,
Focuses on how family systems Mankge stability and change, We will continue
to use the terms adaptabiiity and fleoctbiltry interchangeably.

Questions huve been raised about the view of extreme flexibility as
chaos, and therefore seén ih g negative lighl, 45 opposed to seging i as
desirable (C. Lee, 1988). Although most scholars consider an excess or a
paucity of change to be dysfunctional, they see the ability of 4 system to
change its structure as geneally necassary and desirable. Again, issues of
ethnieity and socloeconomic status impact a family's experience ol change.
For example, families that deal with poverty and rely on soclal welifare
agencies often experience life as more chaoiic than those for whom a solld
economic sitvation malkes it easier to manage outside stresses.

Pamily systems constantly restruciure themselves as they pass Lhrough
predictable developmental stapes such as pregnancy or lounchjgg chilcren,

. Likewise, when positive or negative stresses arfse involving such issues as
money, illness, or dlvorce, families must adapt. Finally, family systems must
adapt both structurally and fncionally o tie demands of other social insti--
mtions as well as to the needs of thelr cwn members, as evidenced here.

Most well—[unctimﬂing or Dalunced families are found short of the
extremes, except when they are under high levels of stress. In those situa-
tions, placement at thé extreme may serve a purpose, This concept, based
on the work of Lavee and Olson (1991), will be devecloped in Chapter 10.
If a family member dies, for example, a highly cohesive communication
paitern may be critical for mourning purposes. At the time of a family death,
members may find themselves at point ¥ (Figare 2,2a), Such a family may
be experiencing extreme closeness among remaining members but chaos in
terms of dealing with the changes in roles or in everyday activities,

As another example, a family with an acting-out teenager may find itself
shifting from point X to point Z on the axis, as the adolescent demands
greater freedom and less connectedness fioim the family and forces changes

motives, fantasics, and conventionalized understandings grouped around a

particular locus of concern, which has 2 particular form in the persanalities
of individual members (Hess & Handel, 1959). Esseniially, themes represeat
a fundamental view of reality and a way of dealing with this view, Through
its theme, .a family responds to the questions, Who are we? What do we do
about 17 and How do we invest our encrgies? Sample family values include
physical security, strength, dependabllity, .inclusion, separation and kind-
ness. To demonstrate the viability of themes in a Family, we view them as
statements that actualize the values and collective identity:

Most families experience boundaries between generatjons, which estab-
lish subsystems of generational hierarchy. Generations establish their bound-
aries based on belaviors appropriate for that subsystem Wood & Talmon,
1083). Tor example, parents usually provide nurturance dnd contral for thetr
children. 1L is urmsual for ehilcren o exlensively nurlure or control their pai-
ents unless the parents have become aged and ill. In two-parent farmnilies, the
marital subsystern represents a citical entity in U functioning of family life.
In most families, husbands and wives share unique information and give
each other special emotiondl and physlcal support. Children are nol allowed
to share in all aspects of the marital dyacl, Sometimes even adult children ¢an

When boundarles are inappropriately crossed, rales
hecame confused and pain may resull for all mermbers.

Internal boundary inclusion may ditfer 4cr0ss cultural groups. Given
the high degree of interdependence amang exianded [amily members in
neny American ethnic cuitures, the nuclear household may have less rigid
boundaries, as members are patt of multiple households with strong £mo-
vional ties and mutual assistance (Sillars, 1995).

Sometimes boundary issues are played out across 4 series of genera-
lions. A daughter whose mother invaded her life may determine not © act
in the same way toward her children, ancl acinally distance herself from
tdhem Her children, in turn, may resolve to develop closeness with their off-
spring and end up invading their childran's Lives.

Interpersonally testing or forcing boundaries may involve deep emo-
tonal coullics, which coult be resoived through the increased growth of all
family members or by the severing of bonds with spreific members who
eventually leave e system. Thus, the physica] and psychological bound-
aries set by each Lunily stongly influence the kinds of interpersonal com-
munication fat can occur within the systerm,
