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Abstract

The aim of study is to broaden the current knowledge of the use of
computers in teaching chemistry and its impact on the academic achievement

of the fifth grade students in Iraq — Anbar Governorate.

The research used the descriptive method for its suitability to the nature

of the research, and to achieve this, the researcher designed a questionnaire to

collect data from research sample that consisted of (293) male and female
teachers, and (310) male and female students who where selected via a simple
random sample, and the data was analyzed using the statistical program

(spss).
The most important outcomes of the research are as follows:

Chemistry teachers use traditional methods to teach the subject,
computers have a significant effect in the teaching of chemistry, there are
several factors affecting the academic achievement in the chemistry, there are
several factors affecting the academic achievement in chemistry, computer
contributes to higher academic achievement of students. The use of computer
in teaching chemistry will help to attract the Students attention and reduce
boring at the same time. Also it will help the teacher to give a good
performance in presenting the academic subject. The poor standard of the
technical experiences, and the weak financial support to schools hinder the
use of computer in teaching chemistry syllabus. The lack of availability of
software and technical expertise is an obstacle in the teaching of chemistry
and the in sufficient and limited number of chemistry classes affects the
academic achievement of students in fifth grade.

In light of the research findings the researcher recommends creating a
school environment that allows the use of computers in teaching chemistry,
training chemistry teachers in the field of computer teaching, increasing the
number of chemistry classes in the fifth grade.
