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ABSTRACT

The planning and design of urban public open spaces is an
important part of the revitalization of the city worldwide, and there are
specific and measurable social, economic and environmental benefits
to open spaces, where open spaces within residential neighborhoods
play very important environmental, social and aesthetic roles, and are
the nucleus or even the beating heart of the fabric However, the
situation is completely different in the greater city of Khartoum.

Despite the horizontal expansion of the city through slums that
were centered around many huge open spaces, there is a great lack of
benefit from these open spaces. They are used only occasionally and
are left vacant as wasted spaces presenting undesirable views of the
neighborhoods; as areas for the accumulation of rainwater and garbage.

It is clear that the areas with the majority of open space and
insufficient environmental design considerations reduced their
usability and wasted their social and environmental characteristics.

Therefore, Khartoum is in dire need of re-reading its urban fabric
and planning, and here this research focuses on open public spaces as
a focal point to reconsider their planning and design, as they are the
spaces that provide the environmental and ecological needs of human
life in cities.

The importance of the research lies in identifying the important

determinants of planning and designing open spaces, their social,
society, economic and environmental role, and their direct impact on
their users.
The research aims to study the open spaces in the neighborhoods of the
city of Khartoum by focusing on the Riyadh region as a case study
compared to the characteristics of the theories of planning and
designing global open spaces.

A basic hypothesis has been set for the research, which is that if
the planning and design functional standards and requirements are met
in the design of public open urban spaces in the city of Khartoum like
the elements of coordination, furnishing, architectural and
environmental composition, then this will be greatly reflected on the
visual landscape of the city of Khartoum and will form a visually
balanced and relatively integrated city and will affect the functionality
And the general psychological well-being of the population.



The study relied on the following method: Theoretical
framework: depends on the analytical descriptive approach to study and
analyze open spaces in the state of Khartoum, where the research
followed qualitative and quantitative methods, which included:
analysis of documents, photos, observation, statistical data and access
to published research, books, periodicals, and related Internet sites.
Applied study: It depends on the critical analytical approach to the
study area (Riyadh), where the statistical data for the area were
collected through government reports of the Ministry of Urban
Planning, Khartoum State, field visits and individual interviews with
the residents of the area and with engineers specialized in the field. The
field survey was conducted in April 2019, where the researcher
analyzed the open spaces of the area and compared them with the
planning standards and general design of the open spaces.
