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Abstract

This research aims to define the reality of using educational technology
innovations in developing reading and writing skills in teaching Arabic as a second
language in Sudanese institutes.

In this study, the researcher has followed the descriptive analytical approach. The
researcher used questionnaires and interviews as tools for the research, and the
research sample consisted of 50 teachers male and female, and 5 experts in
teaching Arabic as a second language, and the data was analyzed using the SPSS
program for statistical analysis.

The study was concluded with some results, including that the institutions of
teaching Arabic as a second language in Sudan (the subject of the research) have
most of the latest educational technology (the subject of the research), which are
computers, telephones, computerized laboratories, smart boards), in addition to that
most of the teachers are familiar with these innovations, and despite their
knowledge and the availability of the innovations in the subject of the research
institutions, the results showed that most teachers do not employ these innovations,
and the reason is attributed to the negative attitudes of teachers towards innovation,
as well as the lack of training, and this is what was proven by the results of the
research by 60%.

The research came up with many recommendations, including:

training in-service teachers to use educational technology innovations, and
preparing the future teacher to master the use of these innovations, and on the other
hand, using the technological innovations available in institutions at teaching
Arabic as a second language, taking into account their modernization to keep pace
with their development and take advantage of the new features as they come.
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
