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Abstract

The research dealt with the reality of the construction sector in the
state of the River Nile and its economic importance. The construction
sector is considered to be of a complex nature because it deals with many
parties such as owners, contractors, consultants, shareholders and others.
Therefore, the construction projects in the Nile River State suffer from
many problems and complex issues in terms of performance.

Some previous studies in the field of the construction sector were reviewed
to determine the problems of the construction sector in River Nile State.

A questionnaire was designed that included 22 workers distributed to 5
groups distributed to 70 study samples and the analysis of the influencing
factors and the data were analyzed using the statistical program for social
sciences SPSS.

The results of the study concluded the concordance between the
participants in the lack of application of the occupational safety and health
system, quality problems, weak contract documents, the factors of the
owner, and problems in human resources.

The study recommended the construction sector institutions in the state to
create a clear vision and mission to define, implement and evaluate their
performance. Human resources must also be developed through appropriate
and continuous training programs regarding the performance of

construction projects in the state.
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
