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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to identify the effect of academic
acceleration on scholastic achievement, psychological & social adjustment
of the accelerated students in Amman Province schools.

The sample of the study consisted of thirty — three (33) students,
seventeen (17) males and sixteen (16) females who had been accelerated

academically during the academic years 1999/2000- 2004/2005 In
Amman Province.

For gathering suitable data the psychological adjustment scale is used
developed by Gibril (1996) and it (40) items measured 4 dimensions:
personal dimension — emotional dimension — family dimension — social
dimension.

Also the scale of social school adjustment which prepared by Raouf
(1986) and modified by Saguar (1987) is used and it contains of (60) item
and include 4 phases : the student relation with his teachers, classmates,
the students tendency towards the school and school administration,
school activities .

The main important results are :
1. There is an effect of accelerating gifted students upon Scholastic
Adjustment in its all dimensions as the following organization
Relation with classmates — Relation with teachers — The attitudes
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from school activities — attitudes from school , administration and
system .

2. There is an effect of accelerating gifted on the level of the
psychological Academically Adjustment in its all dimensions
organized as following :

Family — Social — Emotional - Personal

3. There is an effect of accelerating gifted on their academic
achievement.

4. There are no differences of statistical significance due to Gender in
the level of the Social Adjustment for the accelerating students .

5. There are differences of statistical significance in the level of the

Psychological Adjustment for the accelerating students due to
Gender for the benefit of girls students .

6. There are no differences of a statistical significance in the level of
the Academic Achievement for the accelerating students due to
Gender.

Recommendations:

1. Reinforcing the role of the school through providing a suitable
educational environment for the accelerating students .

2. Qualifying teachers of the accelerating students by joining them in
Training Courceses , programmers and teachers related to the gift
students

3. Preparing the accelerating students psychologically and socially by
joining them in programmes related to the gift students .

4. Reviewing the time of the final exams for the accelerating students

so as to be held in summer.
