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Abstract

This research is an attempt to study secondary school
mathematic teachers academic as well as professional
competencies. It tries, in particular; to see to what extent
mathematic teachers are academically competent, and whether
or not they are aware of and/ or practice the required
professional competencies. In addition, the study seeks to
consider the effect of mathematic teachers qualification and
experience on their awareness and practice of these
competencies.

The research approach followed in this study is the
descriptive approach. To collect data, the researcher interviewed
twelve mathematic educational counselors in Omdurman. The
responses of the sample population have been statistically
analyzed and expressed in a percentage.

The researcher has come up with the following findings:

1. The majority of mathematic teachers have not benefited
from their in-service training.

2. Educational counselors have been found capable of
defining both the academic and professional competencies
required of secondary school teachers.

3. Most teachers do not pay attention to establishing social

relationship with their students outside classrooms.



4. Counselors have been found to believe that these academic
and professional competencies are necessary for any
mathematic teachers in order to perform perfectly well in
the classroom.

5. Qualification and experience have been found to have a
proportionate relationship with the awareness and practice

of these educational competencies.
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
