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ABSTRACT:

This research aimed at ensuring the important role of teaching
aids in teaching (Art education) as an independent subject for the
students of primary stage (the first cycle), not as an activity in the
theatrical arts subject, because it offers experiences by making
participation between senses, so the student will be able to
understand information well through sensible, direct experience that
helps in showing the artistic value in teaching (Art education) for
primary stage.

The research presented an introduction in the theoretical
framework of this study, that handled the important principles of the
contemporary Art education aspects that showed the facts and lows
which controls the shapes phases , and its properties for the student ,
so he can carry out the theoretical knowledge by using the teaching
aids, so as to win suitable portion of skills and ability to use tools.
The research presented a historical background about education
development in Sudan, then to the (Art education) concept, and its
importance in primary education, including art education history in
the public education in Sudan, the teaching aids and its benefits, with
consideration to study children plans properties.

The research adopted the descriptive, analytic approach in this
study, she used the questionnaire as a tool that collects information.
She used also descriptive, analytic statistics to explain the sample
responses for the questionnaire, and verificate the hypotheses which
are represented in percentage rations and Cay square test.

The important findings that researcher concluded:
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1- Ensuring the necessity of using the teaching aids for the first cycle
student, especially because it offers experiences through more than
one sense, so the student will be able to understand information well.
2- Using the teaching aid, offers the sensible, direct experience,
which helps to make education deep and understood and ensuring
the artistic value in teaching the education.

3- Efforts must be extended to care about Art education as an
independent subject changing the fact of being just an activity, and
time must be specified for it in the school table, and students must be
encouraged to express themselves to share collective work, make
galleries, exchange information and forums.

4- Teacher must not guide student depending on his plan appearance,
because he does not know about child plan’s properties and its
psychological aspects.

5- There is no rooms, no equipments, no special materials and no
specified time to practise art education, and that effects negatively
on art education teaching and its development. In addition, it is not
taught at primary stage so that effects negatively on teaching it as a
subject must be taught in secondary stage.

6- Teaching aids provides a way to show individual variances

between students.
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
