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Abstract

This study was conducted in Southern kordofan state
at Elsalam and Babanosa localities .
The aim of this study was to investigate the deterioration of
natural rangeland of Elsalam and Babanosa localities at
Southern Kordofan State .
The collected data depended on descriptive and analysis
Methods, and Common use of information data means to
range tackle deterioration .
Two sets of questionnaires for range Community in The four
villages namely ( Kabara, WSsata, Somoa, El draba) were prepared
twenty herders and twelve of the local leaders were asked about
the deterioration of the natural rangeland in the area.
The Study showed that the deterioration of natural range
land in the area is caused by appearance of unpalatable
plants and disappearance of palatable plants by over grazing

and annual fires .
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The study recommended that the range administration of the
state should  be effective to increase the awareness and
extension  activities among the range communities to sustain
animal production in the rangeland and to protect and
introduce palatable species in the range land by seed broadcasting

and establishment of fire lines and grazing system regulation .
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
