The United Nations Convention to Combat Desertification, Actuality
and Implementation.
A case Study of Jordan and Sudan
Abstract

We conducted this study entitled "The United Nations Convention to
Combat Desertification between reality and implementation" which is a
case study of The Hashemite Kingdome of Jordan and The Republic of
the Sudan. The study aimed at finding answers for questions relating to
implementation of the United Nations Convention to Combat
Desertification in the two countries. It is a trial to explore the problem of
desertification in addition of having a look to the laws, legislations and
institutions concerned with the problem and the steps taken to implement
the Articles of the United Nations Convention to Combat Desertification
in the two countries. Also to explore the most important problems,
obstacles and changes that face implementation of this convention from
both the legislative and institutional sides, and the analytical look to the
two countries in implementing the items of the convention. And we try to
use this analysis so as to reach suitable recommendations and suggestions
for the two countries in the field of applying the convention.

This is why we have carried out a survey study using specialized
persons in the study field in each of Jordan and Sudan. The sample size of
persons who are in contact with the international convention for combat
desertification in the Sudan is (70) and in Jordan is (50). We handed out a
questionnaire in order to get answers about study questions, and in order
to analyze the study data. We used descriptive methods and statistical
approach by using the suitable statistical and analysis for different cases.
Then we compute the reliability and consistency of study tools using
different methods like: spilt-half method depending on spearman-Brown



equation, equivalent pictures method, and Guttman equation by using the
Statistical Package for Social Sciences (SPSS).

The study resulted in clarifying some problems and obstacles facing
monitoring and implementation of the convention in Jordan and Sudan.
This is specifically relating to drawbacks in the laws and legislations and
obstacles and defaults in the institutions charged with monitoring and
integrating of the convention. At the end we stated a number of
recommendations in the areas of legislations, laws and concerned
institutions in addition to other recommendations to help monitoring and
implementation of this convention.
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
