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Abstract

The study examined the common linguistic mistakes in Arab
press (Emirates & Sudanese as a sample), and it aimed to find out
common linguistic mistakes in newspapers, and identify the most
common of them, particularly in Sudanese newspapers. The study
dedicated in its objectivism limits at the common linguistic mistake in
Emirates and Sudanese newspapers and comparing between them and it
handled it on two approaches descriptive and historical, depending in
analyzing the common linguistic mistakes samples on the violation of
the rules of the language and its tradition. The study referred to the
conception of the grammatical mistakes as it is a violation in the syntax
and deviation from the correctness, and the common linguistic mistake
Is that violates the rules of the language and its tradition represented in
borrowing the word and changing its meanings, it answered the
question of the study’s problem represented in how to find out the
linguistic mistakes in the newspapers and their kinds, as well as the
reasons of such mistakes, referring to low language level among many
journalists and writers of the most important reasons, it detailed the
view that there is a gap between the Language Congregations and
journalists, in addition to the reliance on the saying "Famous mistake is
better than deserted correctness.”. The study found significant results,
the most important that the spreading the phenomenon of the common
linguistic mistakes is due to the lack of interest of the journalists using
language in their writings, which reflects its effects on the language and
the readers, concluded that the linguistic mistakes in structure are the
most common in the press in general, with spread of writing mistakes
in Sudanese press, particularly in the conjunctive Hamza and cutting
Hamza, and recommended that there should be linguistic auditors in the
newspapers as well as journalists with level of the language which
enables them to know the Arabic language correct rules.
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
