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Abstract

The aim of this research is to recognize the obstacles of the swimming
practicing in Palestine -Gaza City. In this study the researcher used the
descriptive method to suit the nature of this research .The sample consists of
218 people: 173 players, 15 coaches, 10 arbitrators and 20 executives. Twenty
tow people are from the Palestinian Union for the Swimming and 196
persons are from sport clubs in Gaza City .The sample was randomly chosen
and it was statistically processed using (SPSS) program.

The researcher used books and references in his writing of the theoretical
framework. He also used personal meetings and a questionnaire.

The most important results of this research are:

1- The administrative weakness of the Palestinian Union for Swimming in
Gaza City.

2- The lack of pools with legal specifications.

3- The absence of financial support for swimming.

4- The carelessness of the sport clubs administration in Gaza about
swimming.

5- The absence of the professional supervisors for swimming.

The most important obstacles for swimming in Palestine are:
administrative obstacles, financial obstacles, the absence of pools with legal
specifications, the absence of professional supervisors in swimming and the
wrong concepts.

The most important recommendations of this research are:

1

Finding an effective administrative organization to the Swimming
Union in Gaza City.

2- Providing open and covered pools with legal specifications.

3- Providing financial support and a special budget for swimming.

4- The sport clubs in Gaza should take good care of swimming as much as
they take care of other sports.

Developing professional supervisors for swimming.
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
