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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to identify kinds and ground surfaces of
football fields and relation with field injuries to football
players in state of Qatar .
The researcher has used the descriptive methodology which
suites the nature of this study . sample of the study consisted
of (135) : players , coaches , referees , engineers , Doctors of
play fields injuries .
Some of the important results include :
1- State of Qatar endeavored at establishing three kinds of
grass playgrounds which are :
(a) Natural grass playground (Bermuda).
( b) Artificial grass playground.
(c) Hybrid natural-artificial grass playground.
2- There is relation between the fields ground and fields
injuries to football players as the following:
e There is appositive relation between the grass fields (
artificial & natural ) and fields injuries to football players
e There is negative relation between the non leveled

ground surfaces and fields injuries to football players



e There is negative relation between the hard ground
surfaces and fields injuries to football players .

e There is negative relation between the non maintained
ground surfaces and fields injuries to football players .

The most important recommends from the study are :

1- Attention to be given infra structure for the fields and to
the tools being used .

2- - Attention to be given reasons which might lead to the
injury and how to avoid them .

3- Attention to be given to carry out more studies about
others games ( individual & teams ) and their relations with the
players injuries .

4- Availability of specialized technical team experienced
with sports affairs and agriculture which always can be
available for dealing with football fields .

5- The researcher recommends establishing an agricultural
unit in each football fields establishment .

6- The researcher recommends to settle sport fields as

subject in the curriculum of physical education .
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
