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Abstract

This study aims to investigate the attitudes of school administrators
towards physical education in the Blue Nile State, and to identify weather
these attitudes differ according to gender perspective. For achieving these
objectives, the researcher used t he descriptive method and a questionnaire
as a technique employed for data collection in the field work. .The study was
conducted during the period 2005-2006.

A purposive sample was selected N=50; respondents were selected
from school administration staff and was analyzed using percentage means

standard deviation and T-test.

The main findings of this study include, the study sample is resulted
positively towards all questionnaire scopes and questions. Secondly, the
positive dimensions that distinguished the study sample is considered as a
source of shedding lights and enhancing schooling physical education and
thirdly, study sample determine that all benefits mentioned in the scope of
physical education advantages at the questionnaire design are truly benefits

gained by students who actually participate.

According to these results, the researcher recommends the followings:
firstly, availing facilities and possibilities for school physical education in
the Blue Nile State. This is because the state is very poor in these facilities.
Secondly, giving more concerns to the school administration in order to

develop it so as to respond effectively to school physical education.
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
