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Abstract

This research aims to define the reasons which had led to
the exclusion to physical education from the examined subject
of secondary school certificate. The researcher has applied the
descriptive method in his study. Then he prepared a
questionnaire which is composed of three points.

The first point: the curriculum which is made up of ten
paragraphs the second point; the subject which is composed of
ten paragraphs, the third point: the abilities and training which
Is formed from ten paragraphs.

The sample of the research consists of 40 individuals, 20
of them work in Sudan examinations administration, and the
others are administrates of physical education the most
important findings of reseach are:

- There is no an acknowledged curriculum for physical
education by administration of curricula and educational
planning.

- The non federalization of the subject in the schools,
although it is an old subjects and has been classified as one
of the basic subjects.

- The ranity of the apparatus, maternal and playgrounds in
the schools.

- The difficulty of hawing a unified pradical exam for the
candidates for secondary school certificate.

- There are not enough halls where girls can train, so girls
don’t practice their sportive activity.

The most important recommendations are:

- To have a comprehensive curriculum for physical
education with a clear and detailed plan for all levels and
for both boys and girls.

- Physical education should be included in optional subjects
of secondary school certificate.

- There should be enough apparatus, equipment and
playgrounds in schools.

- There should be enough halls or decree the choice of the
subject by the students who desire to join colleges of
physical education or departments of physical education in
general colleges of education.
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
