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ABSTRACT

The title of this study is set as “an evaluative study of the
management of the state national sports institutions in Sudan. This is
based on the assumption that inappropriate management is a constrain on
the achievement of objectives and that evaluation is the only process
which can avail the judgment of things, and to know the extent of the
achievement of these institutions of their objectives. Also, another
purpose was to know where these institutions stand vis avis the scientific
management techniques; so that the responsible person may develop
.sports in a developing country like the Sudan
:The objectives of the study are

» To know the extent of the existence of the scientific bases for the
management of state and national sports institutions; under study.

 To know the differences with statistical significance which are
attributed to the opinion of the subjects of the research about the
management deficiency in the institutions, under study.

» Presentation of proposals and recommendations for the treatment
of deficiency; which is projected by the research.

e The research community was determined as all those associated
with management in the state and national sports institutions, in
Khartoum State. Thus, the amounted to 137 subjects; of whom
121 were randomly selected to represent the national sports
organizations; and 16 were intentionally selected to represent the
government institutions.

» The researcher used the descriptive (survey) approach, because it
suits the topic of the research.

» The tools of data collection which were used, were represented
by the survey of references, questionnaire and the analysis of
documents, regulations. For this purpose,

* For the processing of the data, the researcher used the following
statistical methods:

- Descriptive statistics, which are represented by: Graphs,
Frequency distributions, percentage ratios, persons coefficient
of correlation, spearmen —Brown Equation for calculating the
reliability Matrix, the weight or balanced Arithmetic mean
(the power of response) and the standard deviation.

- Inference statistics, which are represented by: Chi Square test

for the significance of differences, spear- man’s coefficient of
correlation, the single —variance analysis.



- For obtaining precise results, the statistical packages for social
science (SPSS) programme were used.
In light of the statistical processes, the interpretation and
discussion of the result which the researcher reached, are the
following:

0 The existing of the basic scientific management in the
sports institutions, such as, planning, the management
policies, organization, coordination and leadership, to
a great extent, relatively.

0 The lack of the provision of the elements of
supervision and evaluation in the institutions under
discussion.

0 The management deficiency existence is confirmed; in
the government and national sports institutions,
equally.

On the light of these findings the following recommendations are

» To care for the review of the weak points in the laws,

regulations and caring for the long-term planning, the
activation of invest and the resources of the sports
organizations.

-:For the government institutions
= The need for the stabilization of the state’s policy vis a vis the
