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Factors that Hinder the Progress of
Selected Sudanese Youth Footballers
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Abstract

The study aimed to recognize the factors that encounter the progress of the

selected Sudanese youth footballers and the proportional organization for it ,

and the extent of the different researching groups in ordering of the relative

factors . The researcher used the Surveying descriptive method then prepared

and designed a questionnaire to collect data . It contained four factors :

The first is of facilities

The second is of the footballers .

The third is of managers .

The fourth is of the technicals .

The questionnaire was distributed to the research sample which was

randomly chosen, ( 10 ) coaches, (10) managers and (30) footballers out of those

who worked with the National Selection of Sudanese Youth Footballers .

The study resulted as follows :

Facilities factor is the first one for coaches, managers and players .

Players factor is the second factor fOI' coaches, managers and players.

Managers factor is the third factor for coaches, managers and players.

And the technical factor is the fourth factor for coaches, managers and

players .

The researcher also submitted these recommendations :

There is acute need for more financial support for the selected teams
to cover the different needs in aspects of budget , modern equiprnent

and nutrition for players .

Care of knowledge preparation , essentiality of international match

ability, matches analysis and giving more care .

Collecting information about the teams that play against the
selection and finding suitable criteria to evaluate the participant of
the selected team . Allocation of more financial support to solve the

factors that affected the team socially , economically , educationally

and healthily .
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
