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ABSTRACT:

This study deals with the Theatrical Production Styles and
their consequences impact upon theatrical directing in the Sudan
(1967 to 2005) covering all regular theatrical seasons and after, of
the Sudan National Theatre. Some samples of Western modules
are production to acknowledge the status-queue of the theatrical
production and their styles in general.

The study composes of three chapter and several sub-
chapters. The first sub-chapter is the definitions of the theatrical
productions terminologies. In the second sub-chapter is the
definition of the Director and of the Directing. The 3" sup-chapter
is the definition of Administration. The 4" sub-chapter is for the
definition of the Manager.

The second chapter treats the ( Theatrical Directing ). It
includes 5 sub-chapters. Consecutively: Definition of the work
crew, the work processes, procedures followed in directing a
theatrical work, and also artistic steps and basics of the art of
directing. . The chapter ends with the 5" sub-chapter that exhibits
a number of western models of theatrical productions, and all
sub-chapters finish with conclusions.

Production at the Sudanese National Theatre is the title of
the third chapter; it introduces the early theatrical production in
Sudan.

The 2" sub-chapter defines the Sudanese National Theatre,
structure and goals. The 3 sub-chapter is the theatrical seasons
and the period after that. Also, the financial resources and the
production styles with their practical procedures through the
various development stages of them. The co-operations between

the theatre and other local theatre groups and the dealing of the
National Theatre under the patronage system were all dealt with.
The 4™ sub-chapter includes a production experience of a
Sudanese director/producer
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
