- Intruducing new musical instruments like the brass and woodwinds.

- The employment of military musician into the Sudanese broadcasting
cervice has enhenced the civil music with new sounds. It has created a
trend to compose to the woodwinds and the brass and Piccalo
instruments.

- The establishing of the first- ever national p Private Music institute by
the pioner military musician, Major Ahmed Murjan, and his collegues
to teach Violin Accordion.

- The distinguished tonality of the marsh melodies that have been
notated from various music cultures.

- The excemption of the use of the third note (3) in the Nuba and Shuluk
marshes. Their melodies are usually thought in (A-B).

- The Dinka marshes are vivid and rich in melodies and variation of
tempos, rythems and the seven tones scale and they usually come in
three formes (A, B, and C) .
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
