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Abstract

This research is about the singing pattern in Kordofan Region
and the role of environmental factors in their formation. The
research consists of four chapters and a conclusion. Chapter one
contains the general framework of the research, the musical
terminology and the literature review.

Chapter two includes four sections. Sections one, two and three
cover the geography and history of Kordofan region, the tribes of
northern part of the region and the tribes of southern part of the
region consecutively. The fourth section deals with the agricultural
work, animal wealth and the nomad life of the camel and cattle
herders.

Chapter three consists of six sections. The first section studies
the topics of Folklore art and culture, traditional arts, folk dance and
association with singing. The second section defines the singing
pattern of the northern part of Kordofan Region, such as Ajjarari,
Attoya, Addowbate, Annum, Al-Hasease, At-Tanbour, Ashaglab,
Agaila, Al-Angali, Deek El-Hamam, Ad-Dingir and Um Slbong.
This section also illustrates the accompanying dance movement to
some of these singing patterns. Beside, some dances imitate the
movement of some animals in the environment such as, the camels.
The exposition of the patterns of singing of southern part of the
region features in the third section. They are : Al-Mardoum, Ad-
daramala, A Bokhsa, Al-Hakama, Al-Hadai, Umkiki, Al-Dawriya
and others, with a description to some of dance movements
accompany in some of these sining patterns. Some of these singing
patterns were imitation of the movement of some of the animals in
the environment; such as, horses. Also the researcher identifies some
of the used musical instruments; such as: Al-Bokhas, Um-Kiki, Ad-
dingir, Um-barbari, Kidyang, Ar-rababa, An-nuggara, and Al-Kas.



The fourth section tackles the roots of the Arabic dialects
spoken in the Kordofan Region. The fifth and sixth sections cover a
review and explanation of some lyrics. Most of these lyrics contain
words from the physical geography, and the historical and social
environment of the Region.

Chapter four studies in the first section the pentatonic system,
while the second and third sections record and analyze (52) models
of tones, and the analysis comprise the vocal compass of the tone,
the sequence of the tone, the determination of intervals and the
motifs of their melodies, in addition to this, these sections determine
the type of the system whether quadruple, fifth, hexatonic or
hepatonic scale, moreover, these two section explain the rhythmic
constitution of the tone, determination of the time signature and
speed, with the writing of the poetry verses on the pitch of the tones
and the accompanying rhythm. In this study of the analysis of tones,
this chapter concludes with a comparison between the characteristic
of the tones of northern and southern Kordofan.

The conclusion contains the research findings. The most
important of these was the effect of the Kordofanian environmental
words on the songs. Also, the model tones of the research come in a
monophony system. Of the other finding of the research too, is the
influencing of the fifth system which is devoid of the semitone,
(Anhemitoic pentatonic from) of the singing in North Kordofan
Region. There exist also some major hepatonic scales and many
tones, which were based on the pentatonic and hexatonic system,
which contains semitone, as this was the result of monitoring of the
model tones of southern Kordofan.

The conclusion includes the recommendations of the study, the
references and sources. The latter ones were about 200 of references
of Arabic and foreign books and journals; in addition to the
informants sources. Lastly there were the research appendixes.
