This study deals with the Folkloric song in Al- Guffra Region for the

2- Exploring it's place in their social life.

3- Exploring it's Rhythmic and Melodic Patterns.

The study is in four chapters as follows:

Chapter one: which is of two researches. Research one contains the
introduction, the problem, the goals, the importance, the time and place
limits, the methodology and the questions raised. In addition to the
exphlantion of the procedures followed in the field work. The scholar also
included the definition for the local and international terminologies that
are used in the study.

The second section dealt with previous studies. There were three of
them. The scholar found that each has a connection to his study in one
part or another. Especially those studies that dealt with Music and the
folk song: one from the Lybian community the other two from the
Sudanese community. The scholar commented on them and explained
how he benefited for ther in his study .

Chapter two: sections a preface that included a geographical and
historical introduction and defining Al Guffra Region. Also, the term Folk
song and the different definitions have been explained here as well as the
folk song in Libya and in Al- Guffra region.



The second section dealt with the geners of folk laric songs of Al-
Guffra natives for the purpose of knowing it's status and role in the social
Life of this region. As well as the patterns of children songs and family
ritvals, and the labow singings and the religious chartings.
chapter Thre:- the practical frame of simple sample has been analyised,
where the scholar used some songs as samples for the various geners
where he followed the analytical methodology of peoples singing as
regard to itemizing and analyzing the : performance, events, musical
anylisis, including the styles, the melodic and rhythmical elements.
Chapter Four: the conclusion: Included the results obtained and the
answers on the questions raised, the recommendations, the bibliography,
the appendixes, and the abstracts in English and Arabic.

Some of the Results reached by scholar:

1- Singing patterns in Al- Guffra region are linked to their rituals i:e
songs that are performed at a particular time span and they are:-
Family rituals (Marriages, circumcision Newly borns and children
song.) Also, the Religious chanting (Zikr) and Labour work songs.

2- Melodic and Rhythmic characteristics of the singing geners in Al-
Guffra region can he summarized as follows:

a) Al- Bayati gener (Arabic Music Scale) on the Re note (d) (Dokah).

b) Al- Rast gener on the Do. (C) Rast.

3- The dominant Note is placed — according to it's relation to the tonic

note on the following notes:

a) complete Fourth

b) Minor third .

¢) Third under major

4. The scholar also, reached that the singing generes of this region has
a narrow sound scope that does not exceed the limits of one
gener .But; we find that there are a number of songs that have a
wide sound scope.

5. Al-Guffra Region's songs are built on the "dueto" system (A&B)
which is composed of a question and an answer.

6. Accompaniment is done with to instruments: Al- Magrona (a wind-
pipe) and Al- Tabul (a percussion) with absolute absence of string
and other instruments . There upon we find that these geners do
not include music preludes but they themselves could he connted
as percussion preludes.
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
