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Abstract

This research aims to cast light on the musical culture of the
"Salamat" of South Darfur by studying both systems of their music: the
Rhythmic and the Melodic, all together with their performance styles
amongst their social and cultural surroundings. The purpose is to know
the particulars and components of their culture scientifically.

The target population of the research is represented in the
individuals who are related to the research subject, the media people
and traditional local administration people who are from the "Salamat"
tribe and who produce the singing culture of that tribal Poets, Hakamat,
(women singers) and Hadayeen (male caravan singers).

The research sample study is meant to be simple and arbitrary.
The Methodology is the descriptive analytical. The research tools were
the interviews and the direct observation.

The research consists of four chapters:

Chapter One deals with the general frame work of the study
including the introduction, the plan, previous studied and the research
procedures.

Chapter Two is a theoretical frame work including the historical,
social background and topography and the economic activities. In
addition to the singing patterns, the impact of the regional environment
of their musical culture, and the traditional musical instruments and
percussions of the tribe.

Chapter three expands on studying and analyzing the melodic

and rhythmic systems.



Chapter four provides summary, environment effect, study of
their two systems, melodic and the rhythmic, result, and
recommendation of the research. This plus an appendix with maps and
still photography.

The researcher reached some important results of which are:

*  Variety of singing patterns.

e The tie of movement performance and dance with the local
environment.

* The existence of several melodic systems and the dominance of
the vocal semi-tone over all systems.

*  No off beats in their rhythm.
*  Diversity of rhythmic accompaniment.
*  Most melodies cary more than one musical sentence.

* Singing is responsorial between the singer and the chorus in most

cases.
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
