2- There are some deficiencies in children's programs, whether provided by
these two channels or some channels in general, is to focus on foreign
programs, as well as the lack of clarity in translation sometimes.

3 There is a real watch TV programs, although the times when the child
exposed to television is long times, they are watching their favorite programs
and for more than three hours a day.

The study recommended a number of recommendations including:

1- Encourage Arab investments in the production of programs, films and
animation that carry values and principles, customs and traditions
commensurate with the Arab community.
