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Abstract

The research studies the relation ship between the journalistic
design and the readability of the Sudanese press, according to
psychological and physiological aspects. Also it studies the effect
of the page design on its selectivity by the readers from many
choices, and how does the Sudanese press use the typographic
elements and the attitudes of the Sudanese readers towards those
elements, and the way they are used.

Basically, the descriptive method is used in this research, in
collecting the information and primary data and analyzing them
statistically. The tools used for collecting the information are the
questionnaire, reviews and observation, besides using the historical
method as a complementary procedure in the structure of the
theoretical frame of the research.

The research concluded many results and recommendation
which could be summed in by: (The readers are exposed to the
press selectively, and the good journalistic design increases the
readability of the newspaper. Although the journalistic design does
not create the attitude towards the paper, but it bolsters it. Also it
appeared that the first page is the most important one and it is a
main entrance to the other pages.

The research found out that, the coloured horizontal structure
attracts the reader more than the vertical black and white structure,
and the colours attract the attention according to the anatomic
structure of the human eye, and the psychological reflections of the
colours. Also it appeared that, the over use of the typographical
elements gives the paper popularity.

The most important recommendations is obtaining the most
modern designing techniques and the continuous training of the



personnel, improving the quality of the paper to cope with picture
and needs of good design besides inspecting the attitudes of the
readers towards its design.
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
