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Abstract

This study was conducted on the peace and its impact on development in South

Kordofan. The conflicts that were ongoing for some time have negative effects on
development in all sides of economic, social and human. This study is an attempt to find
out the status of communities in South Kordofan before and after the conflict, and the
side effects suffered by the region, especially in the field of development.

South Kordofan State is home to various ethnic groups and tribes (Nuba, Baggara, Dajo,
Jallaba, and Fallatah). South Kordofan, is one of the richest states in the Sudan in regard
to all natural resources and wealth, because it is characterized by fertile land. The
population in South Kordofan practice agriculture as their main trade before the war. The
State population were the only population that had sufficient resources before the war.
But now, after the long disputes, some of them were internally displaced within the State
and cities of the country while others took refuge in the neighboring countries, and
because of the internal and external displacement they all of them left their farms. To
achieve the objectives of the current research, the researcher followed the following
steps: ldentifying the development of the conflict; determining the historical roots of
conflict; Highlighting the role of development in conflict resolution; Monitoring the
development of Native Administration. The study recommended the employment of new
ways to raise cultural awareness among the tribes in South Kordofan, and the
introduction of peace studies education at all schools all the way to university. State
policies should cope in all the construction, especially those related to development
through highlighting and providing an analytical study of conflict in South Kordofan,
providing reference for the development of early warning program, which contributes
significantly to the preparation for the construction of peace in future. It is important that
the government direct the official bodies, the non-governmental and popular
organizations, to the peace-building and conflict resolution ways and their role in
sustainable peace efforts. Major findings concluded will help in planning how to raise
awareness in the community and institutions about peace-building, and devotion of

efforts to achieve sustainable peace.
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
