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Abstract

This study set out to address the issue of peace culture in
Sudan. The focal point of concern which, again, constituted
the research problem was the extent to which the very
concept of "peace culture" was existent, acknowledged and
constituted a part of the frame of reference of students when
it comes to looking at the problems of their society in
relation to the broad issues of stability and wellbeing. This
was considered as an important prelude to scan the
ideological and political trends prevailing among them and
how will they impact their roles in creating as well as
resolving conflicts in their societies. The methodology
adopted by the research was basically descriptive-analytical.
The hypotheses of the study were: (a) the population of the
study has a good grasp of the real concepts of peace culture,
(b) that they are inclined to disseminate it, and (c) that they
can propose and/or evaluate the roles they can play and the
methods they can use. The population of the study was
limited to students at the secondary and tertiary (graduate
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and post-graduate) levels in Khartoum State, and it was
represented by a random stratified sample. The specific
objectives of the study were: (a) to investigate the factors
that subscribe to the general understanding of peace and
issues pertinent to peace culture, (b) ascertain the nature
and extent of the influence on public opinion that the
students, based on the sort of understanding and
conceptions they hold of peace culture, will be able exert.

The study comprised of three chapters. The first chapter
was devoted to that part of the theoretical framework which
is concerned with peace culture from the viewpoint of
mentioning the internationally agreed principles that
provided a foundation for the transformation of peace into a
cultural concept. Also, the study looked into the status of this
culture in relation to the Sudanese mind and the extent of its
articulation among the Sudanese people was not overlooked
by this study.

The second chapter tackled the second theoretical part of
the research represented into the development of education,
internationally and locally, from the viewpoint of the
evolution of the conceptual build-up leading to the unfold of
many educational developments which were summarized
under the title of introduction to education from which to
proceed to study the development of education in Sudan
from the historical perspective.

Chapter three, the last one, contained the core of the
study by searching into the relationship between the
students and peace culture, where the introduction of that
chapter was so written as to provide a theoretical
introduction that determines precisely the categories of the
concerned students in order to use the questionnaire as a
survey tool that provides the data to be analyzed and
discussed for this part of the study. This chapter tabulated
and analyzed most of the data elicited through the



questionnaire. It also summarized the major findings, the
most important ones of which were; that the students are
enjoying a great level of through understanding as well as
preparedness to influence and lead the public opinion in
matters related to peace and anti-violence movement. In all
those findings proved and considerably substantiated the
hypotheses. The chapter was concluded by proposing a
number of recommendations. The most important ones of
those were; engaging students in endeavors intended to
spread peace culture and encouraging them to shoulder
their societal responsibilities in addition to exerting efforts in
continually inventing new methods for so doing.
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
