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Abstract

This study has been conducted in West Darfur (Geneina
Locality) on the role of International Non-Governmental
Organizations in Promoting Reconciliation between Darfur
Communities. The problem of the research is that: the conflicts
which, happened in the area of the study have contributed to
losing the social peace among communities, and this led to the
deterioration or the absence of the reconciliation between those
who lived together for long time having interaction and peaceful
communication in dealing with each other, and using simple
conflict resolution means when solving any conflict.

The study aimed to explain the role of INGOs in promoting
reconciliation in Darfur (Geneina locality), explores the field of
activities that INGOs carry out and examines the similarities and
differences between the concepts of the traditional
approaches/ways of conflict resolution and peaceful settlement.
The study used the descriptive, analytical, and historical
methodologies depending on the references and sources and
applied questionnaires and interviews in collecting data.

The study concluded with many results some of which are:
INGOs play a role in promoting reconciliation through their
various activities especially their development activities.
Qualifying youth and creating working opportunities for them
can restore reconciliation. The absence of monitoring
mechanisms and absence of rule of law contribute to destruction
of reconciliation in Darfur. The recommendations are as
follows: Government to make efforts that get reconciliation
implemented on the ground, the state to contribute in supporting
programming that works to serve the community, and intends to
restore war affected relations, and to look at achieving positive
peace and spreading its culture through focused programs. The
promotion of coordination and cooperation between government
and INGOs regarding reconciliation promotion programs is also
recommended. Finally the researcher recommends for similar
studies in the field as there have been no more studies in this
field especially in the area of the study.
