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Abstract

This thesis is based on extensive second hand literature and field
work, purposely to examine the humanitarian intervention and its impact
on peaces process in Darfur region. The researches’ topic casted
questions whether this humanitarian intervention impacted the peace
process? If so, isn’t negatively of so, how does this impact occur?The
researcher used qualitative approach; descriptive historical methodology.
It stems from his personal experience as a pervious government officials
and later contractor with the UN on the same field of the research.

The data were collected through qualitative interviews with
number of  with the IDPs in their camps, some members of different
rebel fractions, Sudan government officials and humanitarian
organizations were operating in the area.

The operational prospectus of the humanitarian intervention did not
necessarily coincidence with the international political boundaries of
Darfur Sudan region, but extends to include the refugees camps settled
into Sudan- Chad boarders.

The duration of time was selected between 2004-2009, when the armed
violence reached its peak and consequently humanitarian interventions to
alleviate the suffering of effected populations.

The cause of the complex varies according to different factors:
environmental, political, historical, cultural, regional and international
factors.

The complex caused huge humanitarian catastrophic that provoked,
attracted the humanitarian intervention into the region. The research tried
to identify different norms and types of humanitarian interventions. In

addition to that the operational differences between NGOs and UN were



clarified. The research addresses main conflict streams: tribal, political
social, which recalls different solutions and approaches.

Darfur problem had been globalized, many factors contributed to that, on
top of them is IDPs camps, where they used to communicate their
grievances to the visitors.

The research shed lights at the interrelations between the non- military
humanitarian intervention and the purely military one, and how they
reconciled the humanitarian principles particularly (Do no harm).

The government of Sudan failed to honor its obligations to ,some
extend, under different humanitarian agreements concluded with the
international humanitarian community concerning the facilitations the
flow of humanitarian assistance joint tools , and mechanism were
established to monitor and evaluate the implementations of theses
agreements at different levels .

The research concluded that the humanitarian interventions did
impact  the peace process positively in the context like conflict
transformation among NGOs recruited Darfurian, from the military to the
political dialogue. In addition to the awareness, environmental HIV heath
issues live saving, income generating, education and other positive
related inputs.

Negatively, it  fuels the conflict by lifting the rebels moral,
logistical support, feeding supplies and media coverage ,nonetheless,
there was grey area that includes both ,positive and negative impacts
Jlike speeding up the property rate prices ,and some environmental
related impacts.

The research recommended further study to the military

humanitarian intervention in Darfur.
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
