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Abstract

The phenomenon of internal displaced people in the Sudan, due to the long
civil war and the climate changing conditions constituted one of the biggest
challenges after the signing of the Comprehensive Peace Agreement. Women
were forced to leave their original homes and they shifted to new
environments due to lack of security, loss of belongings and loss of income
resources. Accordingly women social and economic role were subsequently
changed. However, the Nifasha Peace Agreement stated in 2005 brought hope
to displaced women to return home.

This study aims to explain and to examine the current socioeconomic situation
and the impact of internal displacement process on the displaced women.

A random systematic sample of one hundred women from AL Salam town,
Omdurman was taken. A structured questionnaire was used as a tool for
interview.

Some of the results attained by the study were that: war prevents women from
participation in development. Displacement helped women to survive and
escape from war. The majority of displaced women were previously
productive, working as cultivators and perceived their conditions suitable in
the previous home. Now unfortunately women are unemployed and became
poor. Even few displaced women who found work, are involved in marginal
jobs.

The study, also, attained to the result that educational services in Al Salam
town are not enough; health services suffer from lack of hospitals in the town
or in its vicinity to cure serious cases.

Generally the socio-economic conditions in Al Salam town are not
satisfactory.

Finally, the study has put forward number of recommendations for

intervention.
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
