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Abstract

The
study came out with several result, the most important of them are: The
intervention of the organization in community development goes back to
the fact he role of the local government is unsatisfactory in providing the
different services: The majority of the local communities have benefited
from the services rendered by Mubadiroon organization: The most useful
services for the population of the study lie in the fields of education, health
agriculture, training and capacity-building: The local communities are of
the opinion that the services provided by the organization conform with
their actual needs: And finally the most important needs of the natives of
the area are represented in the projects related to the most important public
utilities (water and electricity). The study included a number of
recommendations: The local governments should devote more attention for
rendering water, health and education services in the first place and that
does not mean neglecting other services: Dedicate more care to the
development of the local communities and put less focus on urban
development as local communities have important role in increasing
production and productivity: Strive hander to make peace prevail in the
state and make serious attempts to stop war: The necessity of generalizing
the services of the organization by facilitating its access to the local
communities in the state: The necessity of government commitment to,
immediately, provide the local component to the project in the state and
finally pay more attention to coordination between the community, the
government and the organization for the common good of the three parties.
