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Abstract

This study is titled: “The Role of Educational Supervision
in Improving the Educational Environment in the Elementary
Stage Schools in Jeddah Province .

The study aims at knowing the reality of educational
supervision and to what extent it contributes to improving the
performance of the teacher, as well as, determining its role in
providing the students with the sufficient academic outcome,
knowing its contribution to urging schools to prepare, develop
and execute educational programs in a way that benefits the
student and his community. Moreover, the study aims at
knowing some of the obstacles that hinder educational
supervision from performing its main functions, besides
arriving at the appropriate recommendations, based on the
results of the study.

In order to achieve the objectives of the study and answer
its main and secondary questions, the researcher used the
descriptive method, depending on a questionnaire, which he
had develop and refereed. The questionnaire was applied on a
random sample of 227 teachers selecting from 58 schools and
from the supervisors of educational supervision Jeddah
Province. The collected data through the above-mentioned
instrument was analyzed using the (SPSS) statistical analysis
program, utilizing the following statistical techniques:

- Frequencies and percentages to describe the study sample
characteristics.

- The arithmetic mean and the standard deviation to answer
the study questions.

- (T-Test) to know if there are statistically significant
differences among the dimensions of the questionnaire,
which have two variables only.



- The analysis of variance test (F-test) to know if there are
statistically significant differences among the three
variables dimensions.

- The (LSD) test to determine the source of difference in
the significant differences, as they show, when using (F-
test).

- Pearson’s coefficient of correlation and Alfa-Coronbach
coefficient of correlation.

Furthermore, the researcher used the five-stage Likert Scale, in
the study, as follows:
Never statement, with a mean of 1 — 1.79 (very low)
Rare statement, with a mean of 1.80 —2.59 (low).
Sometimes statement, with a mean of 2.60 — 3.39
(medium).
Often statement, with a mean of 3.40 — 4.19 (high).
Always statement, with a mean of 4.20 — 5.00 (very high)
according to that scale, the average of sample members
responses were as follows:

1. Regarding the role of the educational supervision
in improving the teacher’s performance, the
average for the dimension statements was 3.60,
which is high.

2. Regarding the role of the educational supervision
in improving the learner’s (student) performance,
the average was 3.77, which is high.

3. Regarding the role of the education supervision in
improving the school administration performance,
the average was 3.53, which is high.

4. Regarding the role of the educational supervision
in 1mproving the student activities level, the
average was 3.48, which is high.

5. Regarding the role of the educational supervision
in improving the school environment, the average
was 3.44 which is high.

6. Regarding the role of the educational supervision
administration in developing its performance and



the level of its employees, the average was 3.53,
which is high.

Based on the above results, the researcher may say that
the educational supervision plays a tangible role in the
improvement of the teacher, the student, the school
administration, the student activities and the school
environment levels, as well as, in development of the
educational supervision administration and improvement of its
employees levels.

Based on these results, the study was concluded with the
following recommendations:

1. To pay more attention to the teachers, through instilling
love of the learning message in them and providing them
with appropriate quality professional sciences and high
educational skills.

2. To renovate the school libraries, learning resources and
laboratory facilities and to provide them with the required
equipment, books and educational programs that match
modern curricula and the spirit of the present era.

3. To hold specific courses for the school mangers to
acquaint them with the techniques of advanced planning
for educational work and to follow them up, in the field
via an educational method to know the extent to which
they apply modern techniques.

4. To evaluate the students’ activities at schools and to
honor the most active schools and the most outstanding
students in the different activities.

5. To eliminate congestion in classrooms, through using
quick, deliberate and educational techniques.

6. To request the educational supervision administration to
provide the necessary requirements of the creativity
element, such as, time, place ... etc, because the various
aspects of creativity lead to advancing education and
strengthening its impact on the cultural structure.

7. To establish a training center for the new candidates in
the field of education, to provide them with the



techniques of educational work, the most recent
developments in the field of education and to motivate
them to know various ways and methods of creativity in
the educational field.

. To establish a special unit for translating educational
information, to be associated with the educational
supervision, so as to make use of the international
educational information and output, in some advanced
countries.

. To ask the educational supervision administration to re-
schedule its present structure, where it can take into
account the new arrangement included in his study to
utilize it in its future re-scheduling.
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
