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Abstract

The art of poster is a cultural production which expresses the culture
of society, and it is a human expression as any other plastic arts work,
mainly content and form. Successful poster which affects clearly the
individuals through fast understanding of art content.

Each of form and content has its identity and nature, so this study has
concentrated on the relation which joins the form and content of Palestinian
national poster and the importance of this relation and its effect on
appearing of aesthetical and intellectual importance of poster.

The questions of the study has been ordered as the following:

1- Is there any relations between the form and the content on designing
Palestinian national poster?.

2- How can the Palestinian artist consolidate the concept of the content
on designing the Palestinian national poster?.

3- How can the Palestinian artist consolidate the concept of the form on
designing the Palestinian national poster?.

4- What's the pictures of the suggested unit which illustrates the relation
between the form and the content?.

5- Does the benefit of the experimental group differ from the benefit of
the control group from the suggested unit than the traditional way?.

The answer the questions and hypothesis of the study, the researcher
has used the repetition, portions and the relation between the form and
content in a sample of Palestinian national posters. So the researcher has
used the analytic and descriptive method in this study.

The researcher has used the analysis of Palestinian national poster
after making sure of its stability.



The following are the results of the study:

There 1s a relation between the content and the form of the
Palestinian national poster in favour of the form.

The Palestinian artist depended on consolidation of the form concept
on designing the Palestinian national poster in a percent (46.3%).

The Palestinian artist depended on consolidation of the form concept
on designing the Palestinian national poster in a range (22.5%).

The Palestinian artist depended on combining the elements of
content and form on designing the Palestinian national posters in a
range (31.2%) due to the both rate marks content and form the
posters.

The students of graphic designing department in Gaza Training
College employed the relation between the form and content for the
designing of Palestinian national poster in a range (40%) mean while
the students concentrated on the form concept in rate (25%) and the
content in a rate (35%). So this is proof for the student's benefit from
the suggested lesson. The control group employed (25%) the relation
between the form and content on designing the posters, and they
concentrated (15%) on the form, but (60%) on the content that
indicated control group didn't concern on the relation between the
form and the content.
